More than 800 pies were entered in approximately 165 categories at the APC championships in 

Kissimmee, Fla., which were conducted in April. The APC is the only organization committed to 

preserving America's pie heritage and promoting American's love affair with pies. Commercial 

bakers competed in many flavor categories—berry, silk cream, citrus, chocolate cream, just to 

name a few—including the new raisin flavor sponsored by the California Raisin Marketing 

Board. 

  

“Baking award-winning pies has been a part of our heritage for more than 20 years, and we are 

thrilled to once again be recognized for creating some of the most delicious pies in America,” 

said Tim Kanaly, senior vice president of VICOM, VICORP’s bakery division.  

 

VICORP’s bakery facilities are located in California, Illinois and Minnesota and produce 22 

million pies a year for its customers, with Bakers Square carrying up to 34 varieties at a time 

depending on seasonality. The J. Horner’s label is featured at Village Inn and Country Apple is 

its top selling blue ribbon winner. Bakers Square and Village Inn have been serving award-
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winning pies since 1983 and 1958 respectively to its guests, including dozens of varieties of 

premium, multi-layer specialty pies including Cream, French Apple, Lemon Supreme, French 

Silk and Caramel Pecan Silk Supreme and new Fruitabulous™ pies such as Blueberry, 

Boysenberry, Cherry, Peach, Raspberry and Strawberry Rhubarb. French Silk, an original recipe
